A REINSTATE MAINS SUPPLY

-- Reassemble ceiling mounts.

-- Raise luminaire to the desired height.

-- Connect the luminaire to the mains supply using 
a terminal block (not supplied) compliant with the 
requirements of EN60998-2-1 or 2-2.
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-- Screw suspension clutches on to studs on the back 
of luminaire. Three suspension clutches for 600 mm 
luminaire or four for 1200 mm luminaire.
